"the Court or a Judge" is quite clear.  "the Court" means what constitutes a Court, ie: a Judge and a Jury.  The Jury tries every part and parcel of a case and makes the Judgment/s. The Judge, representing the Crown (the Executive Arm of Government), takes the Judgment/s from the Jury and uses the power of the State to enforce it/them. 
 
"or a Judge" is the alternate method for a trial, ie: without a Jury, when the Judge performs both tasks.  Because of the inalienable Right to Trial by Jury, both parties to any action must give their clear and unequivocal consent to be without a Jury ...then you have the situation of "or a Judge" .

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Nope. The problem is in Section 39 Federal Court of Australia Act  where the word "or"' is used instead of "and" If a judge and jury, had to decide the matter of whether you did or did not get a jury, there would be one in every case. This authorises a judge to try his own jurisdiction, which is llegal. It ensures the merger of administrative and judicial powers, which is not permitted in criminal jurisdiction, in civil. It also discriminates, which is what I put to those three evil monkeys in suits on Thursday. 
The law is that no action lies against a judge for anything done in his judicial capacity, but if a judge acts without jurisdiction, he may be made to answer for the consequences.  (Anderson v Gorrie ( 1893)  1 QB  671, Scott v Stansfield ( 1868)  LR 3 ex 220.) If a judge has a personal interest in the action, he is incapacitated from officiating, on the principle that a judge should not officiate in his own cause.

Trial without jury In every suit in the Court, unless the Court or a Judge otherwise orders, the trial shall be by a Judge without a jury.
