Re: Differential Diagnosis: Exposing Aspartame/Toxic Exposure    

In order to litigate individual Aspartame exposure cases, lawyers will need absolute proof that rule out other possible causes of injury. 

Toxicology reports that utilize the highly regarded method of differential diagnosis (a precise evidence based method of discovery) will finally attain a conclusion for the Aspartame debate and clearly explain the progression and mechanisms of Aspartame poisoning. In spite of overwhelming evidence of illness and injury from Aspartame, there continues to be desperately needed toxicology/pathology reports that can “put it all together” with clarity and in such a way as to withstand rigorous scrutiny and cross examination. These reports could also be submitted for publication, pending client consent.  

Until this happens, the rampant misdiagnosis of Aspartame poisoning side effects will continue, along with additional injuries sustained by “iatrogenic” (doctor caused) injury that arise from the mistreatment of patients. 

In order to give Aspartame cases the clout needed to win, I would strongly suggest that anyone who suspects they have been a victim of Aspartame poisoning should consider contacting Dr. Mohammed Al-Bayati to scientifically confirm their suspicions with a toxicology/pathology report. In the Yurko case prior to Dr. Al-Bayati’s involvement, the initial pathology reports were written by seemingly qualified parties yet they failed miserably at singling out the truth of the origins and cuases of lethal injury sustained by baby Yurko. Based on this first round of inaccurate medical reports by several examiners, the father was ultimately convicted of killing his son by SBS (Shaken Baby Syndrome) and was sentenced to life plus 10 (serving six years total I believe). Several years into his sentence, Alan Yurko contacted Dr Al-Bayati to re-evaluate his son’s medical records, records that Al-Bayati discovered contained pre-existing conditions and a truck-load of iatrogenic injury including vaccine reaction, drug interaction & overdoses and other medical & hospital malpractice.

The above reports along with many other SBS cases evaluated clearly show that SBS is not a syndrome at all. It is medical misdiagnosis disguised as a syndrome!


In the case of Aspartame injury, we need powerful evidence to convince a jury that Aspartame is proven to inflict the wide-variety of damage we claim it does, and differential diagnosis does this in a powerful way. It is a method by which a case is built up not by starting at an assumption and going backwards to prove it out, but by starting at square-one and step-by-step building on the evidence until the truth is realized. This method is not prone to the kind of medical bias or incorrect medical assumptions regularly seen in standard medical diagnosis, therefor it is much easier to defend the evidence in a court of law. At a time when diagnosis of disease is often more a matter of toxicology than medicine per se, utilizing a scientific method that includes toxicology, pathology and the best methodology available is essential. 

I hope that Mission Possible and other Aspartame groups consider referring suspected Aspartame or any other cases to Dr. Al-Bayati.

Judge Overturns Conviction For Man Accused Of Killing Baby

ORLANDO, Fla. -- A judge ordered a new trial Friday for a father convicted five years ago of shaking his 10-week-old son to death, citing problems with the autopsy. 

Minutes after the judge ordered the new trial, Alan Yurko pleaded no contest to manslaughter. Circuit Judge Alan Lawson sentenced him to time served, allowing Yurko to be released from prison where he had been serving a life sentence in the death of his son, Alan Ream-Yurko. 

Lawson criticized the autopsy conducted by Orange-Osceola Medical Examiner Dr. Shashi Gore, who ruled the child was shaken to death. He also said the fact that the autopsy had many problems was newly-discovered evidence. 

In February, the state Medical Examiner's Commission barred Gore from performing autopsies after it ruled he had committed at least eight mistakes in Alan Ream-Yurko's autopsy. It was the harshest discipline ever in Florida against a chief medical examiner. The commission did not address Gore's finding that the infant had been shaken to death, which contributed to Yurko being sentenced to life in prison. 

During a weeklong hearing, Yurko's defense team argued that Alan Ream-Yurko might have died in 1997 as a result of poor health, adverse reactions to vaccines and medical-treatment mistakes.
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
