Dear Friends of Marriage:
 
	WE have reached a critical juncture in our battle to defeat Bill C-38. As this Parliamentary break week ends, Paul Martin's anti-marriage bill remains in committee and the House is scheduled to adjourn within the next month. 

Martin can conceivably force the legislation by way of closures and other manipulations or it might be delayed, through the heroic efforts of pro-marriage MPs, until the fall.

ALL pro-marriage Conservatives must be encouraged to do everything in their power to extend the debate on Bill C-38.  We have learned that the Liberals are preparing to table a motion for the committee to report to Parliament by June 10. If Martin attempts to ram through the Bill, we must also be willing to take strong action, including another non-confidence vote, because so much is at stake. Marriage and freedom are worth the frustration of a summer election. 

Pro-marriage MPs, of all parties, can also still kill the bill by defeating the government in a future non-confidence vote (whether next week or three months from now). We need to strongly and respectfully convince leading pro-marriage Liberal MPs that they must be willing , on this issue, to bring down their government for the greater good of Canada. They can vote against Paul Martin, or force Bill C-38 to be withdrawn.

Principle must come before politics.

Liberal governments and federal budgets are transitory; basic freedoms are integral. Marriage transcends any government and the nation itself. Bill C-38 is an attack on marriage and threatens our religious freedom. 

Remind these MPs that we will support leaders in Canada who are willing, on a matter of principle and conviction, to do the right thing, even at the perceived risk of consequences.

These are the stakes -- and these Liberal MPs need to realize how serious we are when we say they must act now before it is too late.
