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The head of a national homosexual organization is vowing to politically "punish," "terrify" and "torture" activists who oppose his organization's agenda on "gay" rights – which he says would give him "endless satisfaction." 

Matt Foreman, executive director of the National Gay & Lesbian Task Force in Washington, D.C., made the comments in yesterday's edition of Between the Lines, a Detroit area homosexual newsmagazine, the American Family Association of Michigan points out. 
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In addition to declaring his desire for retribution against "local legislators and leaders" who oppose the homosexual agenda, Foreman expressed a goal beyond securing legal same-sex marriage, that is gaining other means besides marriage by which homosexuals could access public and private financial benefits. 

Foreman told the interviewer of his plans to go after his opponents. 

"I'm … interested in going after, politically, local legislators and leaders that have launched these anti-gay initiatives," he explained. "'We beat you, now we're gonna go back and we're going to affirmatively punish you' – people who launch this stuff, so that they understand not only that they're not going to win, but that there are consequences to it. 

"We would set up a [political action committee] and go in and terrify them with a credible challenge. ... So we go in, for a modest investment of money and torture these people, which would give me endless satisfaction. And the word would go out very quickly, 'You know what, this really isn't worth it.'" 

Foreman was asked: "Is getting the right to marriage for same-sex couples something the Task Force is interested in?" 

He responded: "We want full equality under the law, which, right now, means the freedom to marry. But we're also hopeful that we create different ways in which people can form relationships and families that don't come with all the baggage and the downsides of marriage. One of the great things about where we're going is that we are creating new ways for people to relate, new ways for people to obtain rights and benefits." 

According to Between the Lines, Foreman is scheduled to be the keynote speaker at the annual Triangle Foundation Dinner on May 2 in Detroit.

TORONTO -- Gay-rights leaders are urging Canadians to "vote for equality'' as they mobilize to be a force in the federal election with a blacklist of candidates opposed to gay marriage they want to see defeated. 

"This is more than just the gay vote,'' said Laurie Arron, spokesman for Egale Canada. 

"This is about people who care about the charter,'' he told a crowd gathered outside the riding office of Toronto Liberal MP Dennis Mills. 

Mills is on a preliminary blacklist of candidates released by Canadians for Equal Marriage, which held simultaneous gatherings in Toronto, Ottawa and Vancouver to launch its Vote Equality 04 election campaign plans. 

Coalition spokeswoman Cicely McWilliam says Mills is among candidates who should be defeated in the next federal vote because he's a longstanding opponent of lesbian and gay rights, "and of equal marriage in particular.'' 

Mills was quick to refute the suggestion he is anti-gay. 

"That's all right, we don't mind them demonstrating,'' he said in an interview from Ottawa. 

"People who know me, know that's not true,'' he said. "I have people on my staff, volunteers who are active in the gay community. I've had advisers who are gay. I've even had people live with me who are gay.'' 

When asked for his position on gay marriage, Mills refused to answer directly. 

Candidates being endorsed by the group include Liberal Andy Scott from Fredericton, N.B., and Liberal Stephen Owen from Vancouver. 

A full list of candidates being endorsed and panned by the coalition will be released once the election is called, said Craig Maynard, coalition co-ordinator in British Columbia. 

Coalition co-chairman Alex Munter said the group has rated more than 450 candidates across Canada, "and supportive candidates outnumber those opposed to equal marriage by almost 2 to 1.'' 

"Canadians for Equal Marriage is researching the voting record and public statements of candidates from all major parties across Canada,'' said Munter. ``We are also distributing a questionnaire to candidates about their commitment to equal marriage.'' 

Alison Kemper, another coalition spokeswoman, said a new website (www.equal-marriage.ca) has been established to provide more information to voters on where candidates stand on the issue of same-sex marriage. 

The coalition will "urge Canadians to vote for equality and against discrimination when they cast their ballots in the upcoming federal election,'' said Kemper. 

Groups who have joined the coalition include Egale Canada, the United Church of Canada, the Canadian Race Relations Foundation, the Canadian Labour Congress and the Canadian Federation of Students. 
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GAY LOVERS CLIMB TREE, THEN HAVE SEX
 

Two Gay Lovers Climb Tree in Central Park in Protest, Then Have Sex

NEW YORK April 22 — Two gay lovers a man in a black dress and a boy in only a pair of shorts protested their families' lack of understanding for their relationship by climbing a Central Park tree on Thursday, stripping, performing lewd acts in front of onlookers and refusing to come down for hours. 

The lovers, ages 32 and 17, scaled the 55-foot larch tree next to the Chess and Checkers House around 4 p.m., said Detective John Sweeney, a police department spokesman.

The couple had told the boy's parents about their relationship and been rebuked, police said.

The man played on branches near the top of the tree and waved at onlookers while the boy sat quietly a few feet below him. Police said the man later performed oral sex on the boy and stripped down to a thong to taunt them.

Police were alerted to the mischief when an onlooker flagged down a bicycle officer. When Emergency Services Unit officers responded, "the two individuals began to shout obscenities to the approaching officers, threatening to push the officers down and throw branches at them in an effort to ward the officers off," police Inspector William Callahan said.

The two were in danger of falling because the tree's largest branches were only 4 inches thick and couldn't support their weight for long, said police, who set up an inflatable safety mat on the ground.

Police negotiators who went up the tree to talk the couple down gave them soft drinks and water. A crowd of about 100 onlookers stood nearby.

After about five hours, police put harnesses on the lovers and began to lure them down. The names of the lovers were not immediately released.

The couple were taken to a hospital for evaluation, and Callahan said arrests and criminal charges depended on the outcomes of those evaluations.

No one was injured in the bizarre Earth Day stunt, Callahan said.

"When I heard they were in a tree," he said, "I figured it was very fitting."
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
