In the battle of the never-ending memos, the Liberals seem to have come out on top again. It began Wednesday morning, when Grit critic Sandra Pupatello revealed a leaked memo that she claims is a sign the Tories are trying to silence civil servant criticisms over the government’s handling of S.A.R.S. 

The document, dated September 4th, comes from the Ministry of Community, Family and Children's Services. "It is important that the ministry's Legal Services Branch be advised if staff are contacted as soon as possible prior to any discussion by ministry staff with the Commission,” the document, dated Sept. 4th, advises, “for the purpose of ensuring that legal advice is consistent and accurate."

It’s the word ‘consistent’ that bothers the Grits, who charge that means people getting their stories straight – and not telling the truth. “It is for Justice Campbell and not Ernie Eves to determine what access to information that he needs,” accuses Liberal critic George Smitherman. “It's inappropriate and it compromises this investigation, this inquiry to have the government attempting to coordinate the responses of bureaucrats in this instance.”

And now a new document issued Wednesday afternoon has surfaced. “It is critical that all employees know that ... they are not under any obligation to inform anyone about their cooperation with the Commission,” reads the note from Tony Dean, the Secretary of the Cabinet. The Grits’ conclusion? “The Eves government was trying to gag employees,” Pupatello suggests. “They were caught. 


· The Tories insist it’s a tempest in a teapot. “It's a standard memo that is issued whenever there's a judicial inquiry to ensure that employees who operate within the government know that they are entitled to legal representation,” is how Tory candidate Tony Clement explains it. 

· Archie Campbell, an Ontario Superior Court judge, was appointed last June by Eves to head the review into how the province handled S.A.R.S. He was promised the probe would be free from any government interference.
